Dear Delegate,

The staff of the Iowa Leadership Training Camp (ILTC) welcomes you as a participant for our nineteenth summer leadership camp, “Decades of Leadership”. The camp will be held on the campus of the University of Northern Iowa in Cedar Falls, IA. The camp will begin with registration on Monday, June 11, anytime between 1:00 -2:00 PM and will conclude on Thursday, June 14 by 5:00 PM.  We are excited that you will be participating in our program and we sincerely believe this will be a fantastic opportunity for you to share, learn, and meet new friends.  We hope the information that follows will answer your questions.

The purpose of this training camp is to teach leadership and lifetime skills at the high school level.  This training provides many opportunities for you to exchange ideas in different phases of work you may be involved in with your leadership position.  By your attendance at this training camp, we hope that your school will reap the rewards of your positive and active involvement.

This training camp will perhaps be different from any in which you have ever participated.  Each activity and segment of the program has a purpose and an objective.  Please come to the training with a positive attitude and a willingness to participate in all activities.  We have a service project component; further information regarding this is listed in the pages that follow.  Don’t miss out!

Each delegate is reminded of their responsibility to the school they represent.  We will have fun while we work.  This week we will attempt to introduce you to new people, new ideas, and new experiences.  The training camp schedule will include activities which you can take back home for implementation next school year.  We have a minimum of rules and policies, however, we do expect adherence to training camp regulations.  You signed the student agreement on the registration form; therefore, we want it to be very clear that if you are not cooperative and following the Code of Behavioral Conduct you will be sent home at your expense.  The Iowa Leadership Training Camp Staff reserves the right to take appropriate action should any delegate not comply with these regulations.  We will review our “common sense” regulations on Monday afternoon at camp.

It contains information which outlines our expectations along with items you need to bring with you to make your training camp experience with us enjoyable. The IASC State Officers are sponsoring a service project at camp, so be sure to find out what you need to bring with you to be a part of that very valuable activity. GENERAL INFORMATION FOR STUDENT DELEGATES

1. Registration

Registration will be held in Dancer Hall, University of Northern Iowa, Cedar Falls, IA, June 11from1:00 PM to 2:00 PM ONLY. We would like to have all delegates arrive during this hour of time as we will not be able to get into the dorm rooms before or after this time.  Please contact camp director Bruce Maffit if circumstances require you arrive after this designated time.  A map of Cedar Falls/Waterloo area and the UNI Campus is included in this information.

2. Arrival

Student delegates must be driven to and from camp by parents, guardians, advisors, or principal.  Another mode of transportation would be by Greyhound Bus, school bus, or carpooling with someone from a different school that is attending. No delegate, under any circumstances, will be allowed to drive a vehicle to or from camp. For liability and insurance purposes, this is strictly prohibited!

3. MedicalConsent/Release Required For Student Delegates

A medical release form is included with this information.  Please fill out and present it at the registration table when you arrive at the training camp, along with a copy of your insurance card.  This allows us to obtain medical treatment in case of emergency.  No student will be allowed to remain and participate in the training camp program unless we have a completed medical form on file.

4. Behavioral Expectations

You, your parents, advisor, and administrator have already signed the training camp form stating that you will follow IASC policy along with all other policies. A Code of Behavioral Expectations and Consequences is included with this information.  Read this information through carefully prior to attending training camp. We expect all delegates to be familiar with our policies upon arrival at camp.  We strictly adhere to all of these guidelines and reserve the right to exclude any delegate from further participation in the training camp for violation of this policy. University policy is that any facility that delegates and staff occupy is under the control of the Department of Residence.  This means that anyone who works for Physical Plant, Public Safety, CF Police, and the Fire Department has the right to enter at anytime.  Anything that is in your room must be left there including screens.  Smoking, alcohol, illegal drugs, firearms, etc are not only against IASC Code of Behavior, but against UNI policy also. You would not only jeopardize YOUR being removed from campus but the whole group!
If you lose your room key or you fail to return it at check out YOU will be billed $50 for replacement.  Also, any damages to facilities will be billed directly to the person responsible.  When you notice any damage in your room at check in, notify the training camp director immediately so you will not be billed for it.

5. Appropriate Dress

We do feel that part of our purpose is to teach student leaders what is appropriate dress for various occasions.  We trust that good taste and judgment will prevail.  Please refrain from wearing questionable, revealing, and/or controversial clothing at camp.  The weather may be warm, but cool comfortable BUT DECENT clothing is appropriate(however many of the fashions sold in stores for young ladies such as halters, low cut shirts, and short shorts ARE NOT APPROPRIATE to wear to camp and must be left at home).  Males must wear shirts.  All delegates must wear shoes at all times.  Dress for training camp is casual with jeans, t-shirts, and shorts being the norm.  The rule is “if in doubt, please don’t wear it”.  See the Code of Behavioral Expectations.

6. Fans (Almost a must…it’s Iowa in the summer!)

Most meeting rooms we will use are air-conditioned.  However, because of the lack of needed air-conditioned rooms for most of the year, dorm rooms are NOT air-conditioned.  Since it can be quite warm, fans are permitted in dorms and the dorm lounge area where council meetings will be held.  Bring one or two!

7. Delegates with Medical Problems/Taking Medication

Any student delegate taking medication, having a medical condition, or sleep walk should inform the camp director upon arrival.  Since some of the activities are physical in nature, any delegate who feels they should not participate in an activity should discuss their physical situation with the director upon arrival.

8. Insurance

All staff members and student delegates must be covered by either family medical/health insurance, school medical/health insurance or both. A copy of your insurance card must be turned in at registration to be put on file. The camp carries limited liability insurance while the camp is in progress.  In the event of emergency medical treatment, parent’s/guardian’s are responsible for the cost of treatment.

9. Substitutes and Extra Persons

If for some reason you should find that you will be unable to attend the camp, a substitute may attend in your place –provided the substitute is of the same sex.  We will be unable to accept substitutes of another sex from that of the original delegate.  Since we are limited to the number of rooms available for males and females, we really need your cooperation on this should a substitution become necessary.  Please be certain that the substitute receives this information packet prior to camp. There are no refunds!

We make preparations for the number of persons for whom we have proper registration forms.  Please do not surprise us on Monday with additional persons that you bring along, without giving us adequate notice. Please contactBruceMaffitat712-560-6804immediately if either of the above applies.  We will do everything possible to accommodate these changes and/or additions.

10. Packing Tips for Students

Student delegates should NOT pack together.  Students from the same school WILL NOT be rooming together in order that they can meet new people.  We do not honor special requests to room with someone from your school.

11. Towels, Sheets, Blankets, and Pillows

UNI furnishes towels, sheets, blankets, and pillows.  The beds at the college are single, bunk size beds.  I would strongly suggest however that you bring additional towels and wash clothes from home to meet your individual needs for the week (and pillow/blanket -speaking from personal experience).  It is also recommended that you bring something to store and carry your shower items in as you will not want to leave them in the bathroom/showers. Delegates and staff must bring a robe or use clothes to walk to and from the shower; using only a towel or under garments will not be acceptable.

12. Directions toDancerHall, University of Northern Iowa

You will find maps of the Cedar Falls/Waterloo areas and the Campus of the University of Northern Iowa, to assist you in finding Dancer Hall Dormitory on the Campus Map on line from the UNI website.  If you have any questions or concerns please contact training camp director BruceMaffit.

13. Telephones/Emergency Telephone Procedures/Address

You will be spending most of our days and evenings away from your dorm room and you should leave your phone and other electronic devices in your room. In the event that you should need to be contacted, EMERGENCIES ONLY PLEASE, the telephone number at the Public Safety Emergency Desk is:  24 hours – 319-273-2712.  The calling party should ask for Bruce Maffit with the Iowa Leadership Training Camp.  Messages will be taken and return calls made as soon as possible.  If that number doesn’t work, Bruce’s cell phone can be used in emergencies only during camp(712-560-6804).Delegate cell phones will be turned off and left in dorm rooms during camp activities.

14. Attendance at Sessions

All student delegates are required to attend all scheduled activities and must remain for the entire training camp.  Do not arrive at camp and inform us that you will be leaving prior to the end of the scheduled camp activities.  We will address these concerns on an individual basis; however, a telephone call must be made toBruceMaffit,712-560-6804, prior to your arrival at camp.

15. Money

Your meals from dinner on Monday through lunch on Thursday are included in your registration fees.  You may want to bring extra money for pop and candy from the vending machines, or merchandise from the university book store. We caution you not to bring a large amount of money.  Your training camp registration includes:  housing, meals, camp T-shirt, camp curriculum guide, evening snacks, camp video, and professional instruction by trained adult and junior staff members, and supervision at all times.

16. Talent Show

On the Wednesday evening of camp, we will be hosting our “serious talent show”.  We have been overwhelmed by the individual talents of our delegates over the years.  This in an extremely popular event, and one that is very special to all of us.  We think it is a wonderful opportunity for all of us to witness and share the personal expertise of our delegates and staff.  We strongly encourage each of you to participate in this event.  Please come prepared with sheet music, CD’s, tapes, guitars, other musical instruments (a piano will be available), prose, poetry, etc., so that you too can astound this captive audience. There is a 3 minute time limit or the length of one song. Only serious talent please!

17. Service Project

In order to promote leadership throughout the state, the Iowa Association of Student Councils State Officers are starting their state project, “Choices” at ILTC with the proceeds going to organizations in the Waterloo/Cedar Falls area.  We are asking that you bring can good that will be given to the Cedar falls food pantry. For every five items that someone brings, their name will be put in a drawing for a gift card. Not only will you have the benefit of giving and the fulfillment it provides, but you will also see firsthand the appreciation in the eyes of the recipients.  The IASC State Officers thank you in advance for your support, and we look forward to seeing the boxes of personal care items and pop tabs that we collect at camp.

THINGS TO BRING LIST

THESE ITEMS ARE NECESSARY:

1. Small to medium fan for dorm room.

2. Extra towels and wash clothes.  Those provided may not be enough, so bring as many as you think you’ll need.  Towels do not dry well in humidity.

3. Alarm Clock– we will make sure you are awakened for breakfast each morning, but just in case!

4. Tennis shoes – these will be needed for some activities like the Olympics.

5. Good comfortable shoes – you will be walking to various buildings on campus where our activities, classes, and meals are being conducted.  This is a college campus and there WILL BE a lot of walking.

6. Personal articles – soap, shower shoes, toothpaste/toothbrush, shampoo, shaving supplies, etc, and something to carry these items in, to and from the showers.  Also, robe or bath clothes to wear to and from the shower.  Only wearing a towel or undergarments will not be permitted.

7. Spending money – you will need change for the vending machines and change is often hard to locate when you need it most in the dorms! You will have some free time daily and the UNI bookstore is within walking distance which has various UNI materials and clothing along with many other cool items. You can never have enough purple and gold.(
8. Special attire – the final banquet on Thursday after noon is considered a dress up affair; business formal clothing would be appropriate.  Therefore you will need a dress shirt, tie, dress slacks for males; appropriate dress, suit, or pants outfit for females.

9. We do special events at camp and you may want to dress to the theme.  Bring any patriotic clothing, red, white, and blue for the Olympics.  The camp theme this year is “Decades of Leadership”which will focus on the treasures you will gain from our underwater world.  Council groups will be Emerald (green) Emperors, Ruby (red) Romans, and Golden (gold or yellow) Pharos so if you have anything in those areas you may want to bring it with you. At various activities council groups dress in their “team” colors to showunity.

THESE ITEMS ARE  OPTIONAL, BUT SUGGESTED:

1. Sweater, sweatshirt, raincoat, jacket, umbrella – remember this is Iowa!  Stick around long enough and the weather WILL change.

2. Music–may be helpful to your council group or if you are in the talent show. We will have some equipment, but you may want to bring CD’s of your favorite songs should your group decide to use them during activities such as closing.  We strongly encourage each delegate to participate in our “serious talent show” on Wednesday evening.  Bring along your sheet music, prose, poetry, humorous declamation, etc.  It will save you time calling home and asking it to be faxed or over-nighted.  Although you may not think so now, by Wednesday evening you will be more than ready to share your special talents with your newfound friends.

3. Camera – many memorable events will occur.  You will meet lots of new people.  Bring your camera to capture the moment!  In the past, many delegates have purchased the “disposable cameras” and the pictures turned out great!

4. School yearbook, scrapbooks, etc – you may want these for sharing purposes in your council group or dorm room.

5. Any “inspirational books” with sayings, motivational tapes, etc – these might come in handy when your “council” prepares for its evening tranquility.
